THE ANGEL APPLEGATE AWARDS FOUNDATION

On Friday, November 2, 2007, at the 14th National Forum of the Character Education Partnership of Washington, D.C., Sanford McDonnell stood tall and slim and smiling as he accepted the prestigious International Character Leadership Award from the heartfelt Founder of the fledgling Angel Applegate Awards Foundation, Leah Monte Litzner. Her mission:  to acknowledge and give good press to the movers and shakers of the world who care about others and are role models of outstanding character--be they international leaders like Mr. McDonnell or school children making a difference in your school or community. “What child or adult do   you know who is demonstrating in life good values of character, who is making a difference in people’s lives? That is how we can change our world for the better. Let us know about them,” says the founder Litzner. 

Mr. McDonnell, Sandy, as he likes to be called, was nominated and brought to the attention of the Angel Applegate Awards Foundation by Lee MacVaugh, the kind Director of Development and Fundraising of the CEP. Sandy was selected as a recipient of the award because he has done so much good work in schools across the nation as the Founder of the CEP, raising awareness for character education. This leader and his gracious wife Priscilla of sixty-one years are good judges of character. They and Mac Vaugh, and Joe Mazzola, the dynamic Executive Director of the CEP, were the only ones who knew the whole story--the character it took for Leah Monte Litzner herself to show up as scheduled. Her entire home and everything she owned had gone up in flames shortly before the conference. Her passion for her mission and her alliance with the CEP have been keeping her on target, in spite of innumerable obstacles that might have seemed insurmountable to others. The McDonnell’s chuckled when she confessed that, in the chaos of the fire, she hadn’t even been aware that he was the McDonnell from the globally famous McDonnell Douglas Corporation. So much the better. He was being awarded, not for being a corporate “mogul,” but for being one of the pioneers of the character education movement in the U.S. Formerly the national President of the Boy Scouts of America (1984-86), he developed one of the first comprehensive American business ethics training programs at McDonnell Douglas (which merged with Boeing), eight years before Federal criminal law compelled many businesses to adopt similar programs. It was also a key in forming the Defense Industry Initiative.
